Why? 
 

Our programmes are designed to break the pernicious cycle of poverty many of the poorest 
children in Cambodia find themselves in - ÆÒÏÍ ÄÅÓÔÉÔÕÔÉÏÎ ȣ ÔÏ Á ÖÏÃÁÔÉÏÎ. 

We support more than 6,000 Cambodian children and their families, 
who are the poorest among the poor. The children are forced to work to help 
their families to make ends meet; they are scavengers, street sellers, stone-breakers or water 
spinach pickers. PSE provides end-to-end support - one of the keys to our success - providing 
food, healthcare, family support, education and vocational training so the children are 
equipped to lead dignified lives thereafter.  
To meet the specific needs of some of the children - including those suffering abuse, disabled 
children, those in need of psychological help - PSE has developed complementary pro-
grammes and services such as boarding facilities, a home for children with disability, coun-
selling and many others. 
Naturally the cost of each programme varies significantly - for example the vocational train-
ing programmes cost more than twice that of primary & secondary schooling. PSE aims to 
cover the costs of the programmes through sponsorship (1) (regular non nominative dona-
tions), as such contributions allow the Charity to plan and commit to supporting the children

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Why? 
 

Currently, Information & Communication Technology (ICT) is developed in every sector. also in edu-
cation. Our children at PSE school currently study  with textbooks and by  following  the teaching  in 

maths provided by teachers. Yet basic mathematics are mostly important in their curriculum as 
well as in their  life for daily use.  Children cannot train at home, they are not autonomous enough 
to do exercise alone.  Furthermore, maths is usually not the subject they like to study.  
The objective is to develop an easygoing and recreational  tool to improve their learning outcome in 
maths by developing their autonomous  exercising .  
 

The project  
 

To create an IT application that favour the autonomous learning  of the chidren  in order to 
improve their basic maths knowledge.  They will use the application from our IT labs  in our Cen-
ter. 
Beneficiaries will be our children at PSE Remedial School, also the ones schooled outside and coming 
to our Center for additional classes. Altogether, around 1,200 children.   
Students  in the Foundation Studies programme of our Vocational training Institute  are potential ad-
ditional beneficiaries, according to the  access  possibilities to the IT labs.

The goal of the PSE Institute is to offer its 
students the best training to facilitate their professional and social integration.    The majority of 
courses is given over to practical exercises (70% of the time) through workshop sessions and  
internships.

Our social team, of about thirty people, does field work on a daily basis, visiting families and children 
in communities and villages.  Equally, our education advisers who track the progress of children in 
state schools visit schools and neighbourhoods, meet with headteachers, teachers, children and their 
families. 
Most of them travel by moped, a practical and convenient means of transportation to navigate over 
the difficult, bad roads that lead to the extremely poor neighbourhoods where our children and fami-
lies live.
